Name of the prize shall be "Shri Jethabhai Dayaljibhai Patel Gold Plated
Silver medal"'

The amount of endowment of Rs.1,00,000/- received from the donor shall
suitably be invested by the Account Officer cum Comptroller in the form of
fixed deposit in any Nationalized Bank.

Endowment

The annual realization of the endowment shall be credited to the "University
Fund Account" The Medal shall be awarded annually from the annual
interest realized.

(1) The medal shall be awarded every year to a student (Boy) of B. Sc.
(Hons.) Agri. degree programme, who secures the highest Overall
Grade Point Average (OGPA) in Agriculture Faculty at the end of
Eighth semester examination of B. Sc. (Hons.) Agri. degree programme
of the AAU, Anand. In case when more than one candidates securing
equal OGPA, the award shall be selected on the basis of the highest
Cumulative Grade Point Average (C.G.P.A.) obtained at the end of
Eighth Semester of B. Sc. (Hons.) Agri. degree programme.

Eligibility

(2) A student shall not be eligible for the above prize if he:

(i) Secures less than 5.0 grade point or secures "F" (Fail) or "US"
(Unsatisfactory) or "I" (Incomplete) grade at any time in any course
of B. Sc. (Hons.) Agri. degree.

(ii) Has dropped (barring withdrawal) any course of B. Sc. (Hons.) Agri.
degree as a regular student.

(ii1) Discontinued at any time of the B. Sc. (Hons.) Agri. degree
programme in between as well as has not fulfilled all the
requirements for degree within stipulated time and

(iv) Was punished by the University for breach of any rules, regulations,
discipline during and up to the end of final year examination.

The prize shall be awarded in the form of a Gold Plated Silver Medal
engraved with the words "Shri Jethabhai Dayalajibhai Patel Medal"

(1) The Registrar shall prepare the list of students (Boy) pursuing the degree
of B. Sc. (Hons.) Agri. of Agriculture Faculty in AAU, Anand who fulfil the
condition mentioned in 4(1) & 4(2) above and shall present the same to the
committee constituted to decide the awardee.
